The delegation may have a request for music, but most will take the prepared presentation of the group at the time. Please note that PCC Jim Knight, parade chairperson, (Email j-dknight@comcast.net) will be sure the Lions Host Committee pays your performing group. 


If your band or performance group is interested in participating in the International Association of Lions Clubs 2011 parade, please fill out the enclosed application and return to me as soon as possible.  Typically there are 15 to 20 bands needed for the parade, and a few bands come from out of the state.  Ample bus and equipment trailer and truck parking will be provided.  Staging areas, times of arrival, parade position, and end of parade details will be forwarded at a later date.
